Practical ideas (10 -15 minutes or longer if interested)

Pencil Control
· Letter/number formation – can be done in sand, drawing outside with chalk, in shaving foam, making letters and numbers out of play dough, tracing numbers/letters on his back and asking him to guess the letter/number, tracing, dot-to-dot

· Writing a list or a sentence or labelling pictures e.g. planting seeds, going shopping, making something,

· Finishing a sentence or making a silly sentence, verbally or writing a short sentence

Literacy
· Rhymes – learning rhymes, joining in with rhymes, listening to rhymes. Saying rhyming words, finding things that rhyme in the house. 

· Finding things beginning with different sounds then drawing them and having a go at writing underneath

· Looking at books, reading, looking for sounds in words, repetitive and rhyming books – every time you hear a specific word clap.

Maths
· Counting and ordering – around the house or out for a walk, e.g. count all the black cars, count the trees, count the stairs, count the steps

· Sorting objects like clothes, tins, packets either by size, weight, or by his own ideas e.g. colour

· Learning days of the week, o'clock

· Shape hunt - Looking for shapes around the house or on a walk. 
· Lego/building blocks - make it bigger than, smaller than, wider than

· Pouring and measuring - full, half full, empty – pouring up to a mark. Predicting which jar will hold the most, will it all fit

Good for concentration and taking turns: 
· Matching pairs
· Odd one out
· Spot the difference
· Dice games – roll a dice and colour/draw part of the picture depending on the number you land on (Beetle game) 
· Guess who – can use a post it note on your head. Get them to ask questions about who or what you are. Set the number of questions, play together and take turns asking questions
· Bingo


· Cutting and sticking - any old catalogues/magazines - cutting out things beginning with …

· Jigsaws/board games/dice games – good for taking turns, concentration, visual attention 

Motor skills
· Hopscotch, hopping or skipping along a chalk line, jumping or hopping along circles chalked on the floor.
· Balancing on a spot – for a time or how long can you balance? Balance on one leg, two legs, one leg and two hands etc
· Star jumps, side steps – starting and stopping when asked or counting how many
· Trying to throw into a basket, bucket or draw a target on the floor in chalk
· Throwing and catching different sized or shaped balls, objects
· Riding a bike/ scooter
· Starting and stopping when running
· Changing direction when moving
